Day 1: Moscow
Arrive Moscow. You will be met and

transferred to your hotel. Overnight Moscow.

Day 2: Moscow

Your city tour this morning introduces

you to the major sights of Moscow — Red
Square, St Basil’s Cathedral, Cathedral of
Christ the Saviour, the White House of the
Russian Federation, Bolshoi Theatre and a
panoramic view of Moscow from Sparrows’
Hills. A guided tour of the highlights of the
Moscow metro follows. Go underground
for an amazing display of marble, mosaics,
chandeliers and statues. Afternoon free.
Overnight Moscow. B

Day 3: Moscow

After breakfast, visit the Kremlin grounds.
You will see Cathedral Square, the political
and governmental buildings and the Kremlin
walls and towers. Visit the State Armoury —
Russia’s oldest museum. It houses a unique
collection of crown jewels, gems, thrones,
carriages, Fabergé Eggs and more. Afternoon
free for a visit to the Tretyakov Art Gallery or
Novodevichy Monastery and cemetery,
where many cultural and political figures
are buried. Overnight Moscow. B

Day 4: Moscow to St Petersburg
Morning free. This afternoon board your
train to St Petersburg and enjoy the scenery.
Evening arrival St Petershurg. You will be
met and transferred to your hotel. Overnight
St Petersburg. B

Day 5: St Petershurg

This morning, drive along Nevsky Prospekt,
the main thoroughfare, lined with 18th
century palaces, fashionable shops, cafes and
restaurants and see Palace Square, the third
largest in the world. Continue with a visit to
Peter & Paul Fortress, the site chosen by
Peter the Great in 1703 as the foundation of
St Petersburg. Afternoon visit to the Hermitage
Museum which boasts a collection of over

3 million items. Overnight St Petersburg. B

Day 6: St Petershurg

After breakfast, choose from two excursions
— Peterhof (Petrodvorets) on the Gulf

of Finland or head south to the town of
Pushkin, known as Tsars'Village until 1917.
Peterhof was commissioned by Peter the
Great to rival Versailles. In summer months,
the grounds feature cascading fountains
and gilded statues. At Pushkin, the residence
of the Tsars from the beginning of the 18th
century to 1917, visit Catherine’s Palace, one
of the finest examples of Russian Baroque
architecture. Afternoon free. Overnight

St Petersburg. B

Day 7: St Petersburg

Full day for independent exploring — or
you may wish to include another excursion.
Overnight St Petershurg. B

Day 8: St Petershurg
Your tour services end after breakfast with a
transfer to the station or airport. B
