Day 3: Tallinn to Riga
After breakfast, accompanied by your 
English-speaking guide, you drive 310km 
south to Riga, stopping at the seaside town 
of Parnu for a walking tour. Founded in the 
13th century, Pärnu became a member of 
the Hanseatic League, and in the early 19th 
century it became a health resort. Its wide 
sandy beaches and fresh sea air have made 
Pärnu Estonia’s most popular summer resort. 
Evening arrival and overnight Riga. B
